WE SUPPORTED CURRENT STUDENTS

At the start of the year, $3,000 was raised for the Young Alumni Helping Hand Fund (YAHHF) at the
soiree for 13 Ways to Look at Birds event as part of Perth Festival.

During the peak of COVID-19, the YAHHF contributed $3,000 to the Curtin Student Guild’s
Emergency Food Relief program, which enabled the Guild to feed 30 students a day for two weeks.
The fund also joined forces with the University’s Curtin Cares campaign with the goal to help achieve
the best outcomes for students during this difficult period.

Overall, the alumni community raised $5,500 for the YAHHF in 2020 and while this wasn’t quite the
YAAB’s original target, we are still very happy with the result given the year we all had. This could not
have been achieved without the generosity and support of the graduate community, and we are
excited to expand the YAHHF footprint in 2021.

WE CONNECTED GLOBALLY

The YAAB launched the Young Alumni LinkedIn page in October 2019, which is our most successful
social media channel to date. In addition, we strategically closed the Young Alumni Community
Facebook group in June 2020 due to its inactivity, which resulted in a stronger following on

In May, we launched the Curtin Young Alumni Book Club series, which saw our YAAB members share
book reviews and recommendations on social media for the wider community.
